Asteroid (TSA). Microscope has the most consistent and robust

program, showcasing artists working in film, video, photography and
sound. Carver Audain started off in the sound world, but his first show

at Microscope has sculptures that respond to the motions and
movements of visitors, and found objects like a tattered American flag.
Both a video of the flag, waving wanly in the wind on a gray New York
day, and the same flag mounted in a metal frame in the gallery,
comment on the current and (presumably) sorry state of American
politics.
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
